DESCRIPTION: 
 

Part of the 209.1 acre SUNY Brockport Campus, Hartwell 
Hall is a largely symmetrical "E" shaped 2 ½-story brick 
building with Classical Revival styling.  Central 5-bay 
portico features 3 recessed double entry doors with 
fanlight transoms, stone pilasters, stone lintel engraved 
with the words "State Teachers College," a pediment with 
clock and a large octagonal tower with rounded arch 
windows.  Secondary entry doors to the south end of the 
front elevation feature exaggerated concrete quoins and 
jack-arches, topped with a stone triangular pediment.  
Windows are typically 12/12 simulated divided light 
replacement units with stone sills and brick jack-arches.  
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
